Regular investors will have a chance to buy stock in Facebook for the first time today as
the stock begins trading on the Nasdaq Stock Market. The world's definitive online social
network said yesterday it raised $16 billion for itself and its early investors in an initial
public stock offering that values Facebook at $104 billion.

Germany's finance minister predicts there won't be a speedy ending to Europe's
spiraling debt crisis. He says it could last up to another two years and that it's vital that
during this weekend's summit in Washington Europe's leaders show they are moving
more quickly to stem the crisis that is jeopardizing economic recovery around the world.
